The next series of film to be shown by the Remarkable Film Group will be three
Rogers and Hammerstein musicals. These films are selected as a continuation of
our musical series in honor of Allen Lawrence, our member who passed away
recently.

The first one in the Rogers and Hammerstein musical series will be the 1955 film
"Oklahoma!" which when first staged on Broadway, broke away from a number of
traditions in musical production. The film paired Gordon MacRae and a young
Shirley Jones for the first time. Rod Steiger played Jud the somewhat
misunderstood heavy in this beautifully mounted musical with a western theme.
This film will be shown at our church at 6:00 PM on Sunday, January 21, 2007.

The second film in this series will be "Carousel". The 1956 musical was filmed in
wide-screen and again features Gordon MacRae and Shirley Jones. The film
gained fame for a number of memorable songs: "If | love You" and "You'll Never
Walk Alone" were the two most prominent ones. This film will be shown at our
church at 6:00 PM on Sunday, February 18, 2007.

The third and final film in the Rogers and Hammerstein series will be "South
Pacific". The 1958 production was filmed in Todd-AO, a then new film processing
technique that displayed very well the film's South Seas settings during WWII.
The film featured Mitzi Gaynor and Rosanno Brazzi and introduced such beautiful
songs as "Some Enchanted Evening" and "There is Nothing Like a Dame". The
film also contained a message about racial tolerance that is still appropriate even
today. This film will be shown at our church at 6:00 PM on Sunday, March 20,
2007.

From Our Pastor

Most of us seem to prefer stability, despite the fact that life is constantly
changing. Any of you who have studied "Chaos theory" or have explored fractals
know that life emerges on the edge of chaos and order. | have been dancing on



that creative edge during the past 6 weeks.

Work and personal journeying has been winning out over the need for sleep. So
far it has cost me anything too great. I've often felt like | am awakening or coming
to life again. There has been a good run of fresh huge intense insights lately.

However there is no question that sleep deprivation opens me up to many
vulnerabilities. Emotions come more to the surface when I'm sleep deprived.
Distress leads me into insane ideas and actions.

Even the failures and mistakes become grist for the mill. Since | have been on a
path of spirituality and healing, all emotional breakdowns yield to emotional
breakthrough. Great gifts of insight come as a result of opening up to deep
pockets of emotion.

| have been so blessed by several strong and distinct peak experiences, times of
great clarity. Each peak has had major impact upon shaping my life toward
healing and happiness. Most (but fortunately not all) of these came during or
shortly after times of struggle or grief.

When | reach such peaks, | think | should be able to stay there. Why return into
valleys of confusion or despair? It perplexes me why it isn't easier to maintain the
attitudes and habits that I've seen as producing the best results?

Maintaining peak insights becomes difficult until they are grounded in experience.
More accurately, it requires new habits to establish the best insights and
practices. Each of us has accumulated a lot of oppressive beliefs, and habits that
must be replaced. We get one room clean, and forget that our mansion has toxic
spills in several rooms.

The good news and the bad news is that thoughts can be easily changed in an
instant. That's great to remember if you find yourself running a familiar but
destructive pattern of thinking. However, it also means that great new insights
won't be maintained unless and until they become grounded in our lives. "We
have to act ourselves into good thinking." Our UU Principles ask us to work on
the world within as well as the world outside us.

Like every religious community, we have some values and ideals that are simple
but not necessarily easy to put into practice. At regular intervals, rituals and
religious practices direct our attention and behavior. We journey to the edge of
chaos and see what new order is about to emerge. When insight is gained, it
must be put into practice.

The Salvation Army is on every street
corner "ding-a-linging", and there is Blue Santa, Toys for Tots, Elf Louise and
Angel Trees. | am not complaining it is right that those in society give to those
who do not. Tess Baumberger, who is the minister of UU Congregation in
Franklin NH has this to say:

"All of the world's great religions advocate giving generously to those in need.
The Jewish tradition teaches that if 100 beggars come to your door and only one
is truly in need, you must give to all 100 for the sake of that one. A Buddhist
teaching about charity says that a person can be like a drought, a local rain or a
rain that pours down everywhere. It calls for each of us to become like a gentle,
global rain."

She goes on to say: "The Jain tradition teaches that charity is the spring of virtue.
Islam honors those who provide for the needy, the orphan and the prisoner out of
love for the divine, without wish of reward or thanks."

The Christians have a scripture that reads "Do not store up for yourselves
treasures on earth, where moth and rust consume, and where thieves break in
and steal; but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth
nor rust consumes, and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your
treasure is, there your heart will be."
